WHAT EVERY CHURCH MEMBER SHOULD KNOW ABOUT POVERTY

This is the provocative title of a book by Bill Ehlig, a pastor, and Ruby Payne, an
educator, that was recommended to us by Rev. Joan Stewart, the director of the West
Virginia Ministry of Advocacy and Workcamps. In May, nine of us will travel to West
Virginia to work with Rev. Stewart and participate in a building project sponsored by
WVMAW.

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from the world in which we live. They have different family histories, religious

traditions, aspirations, expectations, language usages and life experiences. Reaching
out to the poor requires a working knowledge of these differences. Otherwise, it is easy for those of us who
enjoy relative affluence to attribute continued poverty to failings of charagteuch as an unwillingness to

work hard and postpone pleasure. While these factors may play a part in individual cases, they tell only part
of the story and are likely not the root causes of the problems of poverty. They also ignore the reasons why
the perennially poor fail to see middidass traits as likely to pay off.

The differences between the perennially poor and the middle class carry over into the church setting. Many
of the poor see God in a different relationship to themselves than we do. They worship using different
traditions. They often see our worship traditions as cold and formalistic. The book emphasizes that
deepening our relationship with those in generational poverty requires creative planning, open hearts and a
willingness to learn and accept different traditions and outlooks.
