Dear Members and Friends of Northbrook Presbyterian Church:

In the months since the 221st General Assembly (GA) met in Detroit in June of 2014,

_ presbyteries in our denomination have been engaged in conversation, discernment, and

prayer concerning the recommendations from that assembly, including one regarding
marriage. On March 17, 2015, Amendment 14F (On Amending W-4.9000 Marriage),
received the required majority from the presbyteries. This amendment to the Book of
Order changes the definition of marriage to read as follows: “marriage is a unique
commitment between two people, traditionally a man and a woman, to love and support
each other the rest of their lives.” The amendment lifts up the sanctity of marriage and the
commitment of loving couples within the church and ministers and sessions to use their
own discernment to conduct same-sex marriage ceremonies where allowed by law. The
GA also included in those changes clear lanquage that no teaching elder or session can be
forced to conduct g same-sex marriage ceremony if they do not believe it is appropriate.

Across the country, in our churches, in our own hearts and homes, the ratification of this
amendment is being met with a diversity of responses. Some celebrate as their long-held
hopes are fulfilled. Others mourn as their long-held fears come true. As brothers and
sisters in Christ, we know that we do not all feel the same way about this new direction, and
that while some are glad, others are filled with despair.

It's important to understand that this new lanquage is written in such a way to protect
individual conscience. It is permissive, not mandatory. It explicitly protects any teaching
elder (minister) or congregation who does not want to approve a same-sex marriage
service. The Book of Order says, “Nothing herein shall compel a teaching elder to perform
nor compel a session to authorize the use of church property for a marriage service that the
teaching elder or the session believes is contrary to the teaching elder’s or session’s
discernment of the Holy Spirit and their understanding of the Word of God.”

This Book of Order provision is also subject to the state law reqarding marriage. Thus, it is
currently illegal for me to officiate a same-sex marriage in the state of Michigan. Should
that law change, 1, together with your session, will prayerfully discern our marriage policy.
In all requests for marriage, | will continue to require pre-marital counseling and multiple
pastoral meetings for all weddings I officiate, discerning carefully with the couple the
appropriateness of their union. | believe, biblically and theologically, that God's gift of
marriage is to be offered to all who come to be married “not to do so carelessly, or from
selfish motives, but responsibly and prayerfully.” (Book of Common Worship)

The PCUSA Book of Order lifts up the biblical mandate of Ephesians 4.2, to live as the

body of Christ “with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in

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Dear Members and Friends of Northbrook,

Not long ago, our church of 40 years (Church of Our Saviour) closed its doors. Bob and I struggled to
find a new church to call home both during and after the final worship there. In some ways, this
journey should have been destined to fail.

After all, it was there with friends and family we loved and cherished, who supported us as we said
goodbye to our parents, watched our children grow and walk down the aisle, and then welcomed our
grandchildren into the sacrament of baptism.

We recognize that all memories become perfect and saintly after a passing...which of course they are
not always. Fair or not, all of this set the bar quite high as we searched for a church to call home. We
had close friends at 3 Presbyterian churches in the area so we could not choose on that basis alone. We
beqan visiting Northbrook and quickly began to feel right at home. It was here that we found so much
that reflected our values and the activities we had left behind.
