§ Oakland Family Services - a private human services agency, serving families who are facing financial
difficulty. While most families in our community look forward to the holidays with joy and
anticipation, there are some who are struggling to meet the financial demands of day-to-day life and
do not have the means to provide gifts for their children on Christmas day. For them, the holidays
bring a sense of dread and disappointment. We have the opportunity to make the holidays brighter
for a few of these families. Oakland Family Services has provided us with several families who need
our help. Our Angel Tree will be decorated with angel tags that describe specific clothing needs, gift
wishes, household needs and food items for the members of these families.

§ A Place of Refuge - a home providing safe transitional housing to homeless youth who have aged out
of foster or will soon age out. For youth who are transitioning out of foster care, the holidays can be
a lonely and difficult time. Through our angel tree gifts, we can show our love and support to the
young men who are currently living at A Place of Refuge. Our Angel Tree will include tags
representing their personal needs and gift wishes as well as items that are needed for the house.

§ Open Door Ministry - a mission supplying meals and clothing to the homeless and those in great
need. Our Angel Tree will include tags detailing general clothing donations that are needed to help
keep the clients of Open Door warm this winter.

To adopt an angel, simply detach the bottom portion of the angel tag from the tree and record your name
on the sign-out sheet.

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Northbrook Book Clubt Monday, November 14

Northbrook Book Club is inviting the congregation to read our next book Waking Up
White: And Finding Myself in the Story of Race by Debby Irving. Please join the book
discussion, facilitated by Jessica Best, on November 14 at 7:00 p.m. in the Library.
Jessica grew up attending Northbrook and is currently pursuing her master’s degree
in social work. She has worked in the field of social justice for 6 years, 4 years in
Detroit and 2 years in Ann Arbor.

Waking Up White... is the book author Debby Irving wishes someone had handed her
decades ago. By sharing her sometimes cringe-worthy struggle to understand racism
and racial tensions, she offers a fresh perspective on bias, stereotypes, manners and
tolerance. As Irving unpacks her own long-held beliefs about colorblindness, being a
good person and wanting to help people of color, she reveals how each of these well-intentioned mindsets
actually perpetuated her ill-conceived ideas about race. She also explains why and how she's changed the
way she talks about racism, works in racially mixed groups, and understands the antiracism movement as a
whole. Exercises at the end of each chapter prompt readers to explore their own racialized ideas.

Why should you read Waking Up White? This memoir may just increase your knowledge of racism and white
privilege and perhaps provide a better understanding of the racial tensions being experienced in American
cities today. "Debby Irving’s powerful Waking Up White opens a rare window on how white Americans are
socialized. Irving's focus on the mechanics of racism operating in just one life — her own — may lead white
readers to reconsider the roots of their own perspectives — and their role in dismantling old myths. —Van
Jones, author.
